BUSINESS CONNECTIONS:

To facilitate networking at the conference, we used PheedLoop. On PheedLoop,
conference delegates can see a list of the other attendees, send chats, and book
meetings. There were 95 scheduled meetings on PheedLoop compared to the 145
that were scheduled on Eventtia last year.

During the conference there was a live demo and explanation on how to use
PheedLoop. A few attendees had questions; a welcome email and password for
PheedLoop was easily sent to those who had not received one yet.



BUSINESSDEALS

We used the PheedLoop platform and encouraged delegates to book meetings
during the conference. The follow-up survey has indicated 12 business deals and
21 potential business deals ranging from $5,000 - $500,000 range.

In 2023, the survey revealed these top deals:

- $500,000 per year

- $350,000

- $300,000 +

- $200,000

- $60,000
And many smaller deals, including deals offering educational and connection
value, rather than a specific dollar amount.

PAST BUSINESS DEALS:

In 2018, a highlight was a funding opportunity in excess of $1,000,000. In
2019, $65,000 worth of deals were conducted at the event.
